“ADVANCES IN VENTILATION STRATEGIES AND PREVENTIVE HEALTH MEASURES” 
 

A technical seminar was successfully held on Thursday 22nd Jan 2026, at Sindh Agriculture

Technical Presentation 

Dr. Farhan Farooq

“Value of Correct Temperature / Principles of Minimum 
Ventilation”  

Dr. Farhan Farooq delivered an insightful technical 
presentation highlighting the importance of maintaining correct 
temperature and applying the principles of minimum 
ventilation in poultry houses. He explained that both factors are 
critical for ensuring bird comfort, health, and productivity, emphasizing the critical role of 
ventilation and preventive health in modern poultry production. His talk highlighted both 
scientific principles and practical applications, making it highly relevant for students, 
researchers, and industry stakeholders. 

Value of Correct Temperature: Dr. Farooq emphasized that maintaining the right 
temperature is essential for optimal growth and feed conversion. Incorrect temperature 
management can lead to stress, reduced performance, and increased susceptibility to 
disease. He shared practical guidelines for monitoring and adjusting environmental 
conditions to match the birds’ age and physiological needs. 

Ventilation Strategies: Dr. Farhan Farooq explained that proper ventilation systems are 
essential for maintaining optimal air quality, regulating temperature, and reducing stress in 
poultry houses. He highlighted that effective ventilation not only improves flock comfort but 
also plays a decisive role in disease prevention and overall productivity. 

Dr. Farooq discussed recent innovations in both mechanical and natural ventilation, 
presenting cost-effective solutions tailored to local conditions. He further demonstrated 
several modern equipment designed to enhance environmental control and management in 
poultry facilities, showing how these technologies can support better health outcomes and 
operational efficiency. 
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Principles of Minimum Ventilation: He explained that 
minimum ventilation is necessary to remove excess moisture, 
ammonia, and carbon dioxide from poultry houses, even during 
colder seasons. Proper airflow ensures better air quality, 
reduces respiratory problems, and supports overall flock 
welfare. Dr. Farooq discussed cost-effective strategies and 
demonstrated modern equipment that can help producers 
achieve efficient ventilation without compromising energy use. 

In conclusion, Dr. Farooq stressed that correct temperature 
management and minimum ventilation are fundamental 
pillars of preventive health measures. By adopting these 
practices, poultry producers can improve flock performance, 
reduce disease risks, and align with WPSA’s mission of 
promoting education, research, and industry collaboration.
